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The Single Global Currency Association, based in Newcastle, is announcing its own formation and incorporation in Maine.  The goal of the association is to achieve a single global currency by the year 2025, according to its president, Morrison Bonpasse.


With a single global currency, the value of all human work and wealth would be measured and exchanged by the same standard unit.   Such a global currency would be managed by a global central bank dedicated to maintaining an appropriate money supply without inflation.  Member countries will have to show fiscal discipline and minimize government deficits.   The association will work toward this goal of a single global currency through public education and advocacy. 

Bonpasse noted, "If  the Europeans can let go of their francs and marks and liras in favor of the euro, then the rest of the world can move toward a single currency, too."  The Association will hold a running contest for the name of the new currency, but states no preference.  


One of the first tasks is the creation of an informative and persuasive web site at www.singleglobalcurrency.org.   In addition, the web site will be used to raise funds from around the world.  Lifetime Individual memberships are $20.03 or 20.03 euros or 20.03 pounds or 20.03 units of whatever it takes in a local currency to buy a good sized loaf of bread.  Lifetime Institutional memberships will be $2003, etc.  Of course, contributions are welcome any time.  Members and contributors will be listed on the web site, unless they request otherwise.


Morrison noted, "Changing the world is not a small task, so we  need all the help we can get." and he encourages interested people to contact him at morrison@singleglobalcurrency.org.  If sufficient funds are obtained from members and foundations, the Association may be able to pay wages.
