Currency conference

BRETTON WOODS — Proponents of a single global currency will gather next week for the first Single Global Currency Conference at the Mt. Washington Hotel.

      The conference is Friday, July 9, and is being held at the Mt. Washington to help mark the 60th anniversary of the Monetary Conference at Bretton Woods. It will be held in a room at the Mt. Washington across the hall from the 1944 world monetary conference room, which determined the post-World War II financial system until 1971.

      It includes international presenters and economists who  will address the benefits of  global currency unification, including the potential efficiency of revamping a system where $1.4 trillion changes hands daily in 160 currencies; continuing to expand current monetary unions, especially the euro; the gain in market values from reduced risk of devaluation, exchange controls and other cross-border risks; and the potential for growth in gross domestic products. 
     Presenters include John Edmunds and John Marthinsen of  Babson College; Ratnam Alagiah, Griffith University, Australia; Fariborz Moshirian,  University of New South Wales,  Australia; Masudul Choudhury,  University College of Cape Breton, Nova Scotia, and College of Commerce and Economics,  Sultan Qaboos University,  Muscat, Oman; H. Christopher Budd, Centre for Associative 

Economics, England; and Morrison Bonpasse, of the Single 

Global Currency Association, of Newcastle, Maine.
