Methodology

Zogby International conducted interviews of 1,203 likely voters chosen at random nationwide. All calls were made from Zogby International headquarters in Utica, N.Y., from 12/13/04 through 12/15/04. The margin of error is +/- 2.9 percentage points. Slight weights were added to region, party, age, race, religion, and gender to more accurately reflect the voting population. Margins of error are higher in sub-groups. Numbers have been rounded to the nearest percent and might not total 100.

Narrative Summary

The support from Americans for a single global currency remains consistent from April 2004, as one in four (25%) favors the idea, with 11% strongly in favor. Just about two in three (66%) continue to be opposed to all the people in the world using the same money, including nearly half overall (48%) who are strongly opposed. Nine percent are not sure.


Hispanics (39%) are the most likely to be in favor, with they and African Americans (31%) being more likely than whites (22%) to support the idea. Residents from the East (27%) and South (28%) regions are slightly more likely than those living in the Central/Great Lakes (23%) and West (21%) to also be in favor. Other sub-groups where support is slightly higher include about three in ten to just over one-third of Democrats, 18-29 year-olds, Catholics and those who belong to “other” or no religion, and people with annual household income less than $15,000 and $25,000-$49,999.


A majority of people in every sub-group – including at least three-fifths in most – opposes the idea of a single global currency. Republicans (75%), born-again Christians (73%), and people with annual household income of $15,000-$24,999 (73%) are the most likely to be opposed. Two-thirds to 70% of independent voters, adults 50 and older, whites, college graduates and those with some college education, residents of the Central/Great Lakes and West regions, men, and people with household income of $50,000 or more are also opposed.
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
